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NAZISM

Led by Adolph Hitler, whose
strategy to seize power is
inspired by Mussolini
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January 1933: Hitler becomes
chancellor, i.e. head of
government
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Upon the death of President
Hindenburg, Hitler proclaims
himself Fuhrer, centralising
power into his own hands

It is a racist

ideology based on

the superiority of the
German people, called
‘Aryan’
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In a short time the
government of Germany
goes from democracy to
dictatorship

The most extreme
form of this racism,
called anti-Semitism,
is directed against the
Jews

A key element is
propaganda, to which
a special Ministry is
dedicated, headed by
Goebbels
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1936: The Olympic
Games in Berlin are
organised for this
purpose

1935: the Nuremberg Laws are issued,
restricting the rights of the Jewish
population

In November 1938, during the

‘Night of Broken Glass’, the Nazis

vandalised places of worship,
community centres and Jewish

shops
